What is One Nation all about?

The spark that was to become the birth of One Nation that fuelled the hopes of over a Million Australians who turned to it, really began when Pauline Hanson, a Liberal candidate for the seat of Oxley, Queensland, in the 1996 Federal Election, wrote a letter to a Queensland newspaper saying (among other things), "When governments wake up to themselves and start looking at equality not colour, then we might start to work together as one.” As a result of her comments the Liberal Party withdrew their endorsement and expelled her from the party.  For a prime example of what Pauline was hinting at read - "Medical pioneer of the 20th Century" Dr Archie Kalokerinos an Autobiography.  In it you will learn how Dr Kalokerinos turned the Aboriginal infant fatality rate around in one location, from 90% to just 10%, almost literally over night.  Yet, successive governments both Labor and Liberal have totally ignored his work; why? 

After running as an independent, she was elected with a huge 19% swing in one of the safest Labor seats in the country.  She took her place in parliament and made her maiden speech, one that was to become one of the most famous maiden speeches in Australian political history, raising the ire of both sides of parliament. It is now being rejected worldwide precisely because of this effect.

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The damage done by the selling off of Australian companies and the signing of treaties that continue to do great harm to our nation's economy and people must be reversed. These policies should never have been undertaken by government without first full disclosure, consultation and instruction from the people through referendum. All of the above beliefs are still held by the party today, combined with the desire for a fairer tax system and strong feelings towards protecting Australia’s unique cultural identity.

What is multiculturalism? 

Multiculturalism is the restructuring of a society, bureaucracy and law to suit and benefit many other cultures instead and at the expense of the host culture; millions of dollars could be re-channeled back into health care for example, instead of having to duplicate other services. Multiculturalism also means “New Australians” are not discouraged from maintaining * loyalties, animosities, rivalries and hostilities from their homelands, along with other customs and practices that are not acceptable in Australian society. They may thus enrich our culture with the preferable and pleasing aspects but not burden it with that which clashes with Australian cultural standards and expectations. Thus a more cohesive and harmonious society will exist, better able to devote its resources to the greater benefit of itself and its future generations.

What is the real unemployment rate?

The real unemployment rate is many times higher than that quoted by Liberal and Labor governments. In fact, if someone works one day a month they are considered employed.  Australia’s national unemployment rate is claimed to be currently around 5%, when in fact it is many times this figure. One only need work a few hours per fortnight and even though it may be predominantly welfare assistance that is required to live, one is still considered as employed and taken off the unemployment figure. Those doing Tafe, work for the dole or skill share training are also not counted as unemployed. 

Most of today’s jobs are casual and part time or seasonal as our Nation’s manufacturing Industries have been driven off shore.  Full time permanent work or career life opportunities for the unskilled are almost nonexistent. As a result companies claim we should import foreign labour. This is a problem because many of those who work part time will be kept out of full time employment.  Furthermore foreign labour can be found at a much lower rate than the Australian award so our workers are ignored in the name of profit. Another issue is our interest rates are based on    economic activity. A low unemployment rate signals increased economic activity and that signals interest rate rises. This distortion of the fact increases the cost of buying a house which makes the dream of home ownership harder for average Australians. 

What things have been done to try and stop One Nation?

As a result of the two major parties being confronted with a sudden potential loss of control over Australian politics and powerful interest groups with agendas that conflicted directly with One Nation's, has seen to countless attempts being made to destroy the party. Even attacks being made from within, so desperate were they to stop any political threat to their political dominance. Australian politics over the last five decades has descended into outright disregard and contempt for Australia's Sovereignty, Constitution and People, but never so much so as when both major parties unprecedented action of collaborating to destroy both Pauline Hanson and the One Nation Political Party.  It should be remembered throughout history as the day democracy died in Australia.  Thus what we are witnessing today in Australian State and Federal Politics are the fruits of their labours.

Pauline and the party vowed to fight on, and in her next election had a substantial lead until the machine counting the votes mysteriously broke down, not just once, but twice. When the counting resumed Pauline suddenly found herself behind and failed to gain a seat in parliament. No allegation was ever asserted, however the event raised a great deal of suspicion that foul play may well have yet again intervened. Then also a new attempt was made to personally discredit Pauline, this time by a major newspaper with photos of a near entirely naked young woman posing seductively and a story of a sordid love affair. The malicious story was of course proven to be totally fictitious and the young woman not to be Pauline, but not before the damage was done and the election over, did the public at large find out the truth. Pauline, appalled by the papers actions took them to court for defamation, however unlike her experience of no compensation from the Queensland government, the newspaper in question was forced to print an apology and was ordered to pay a substantial yet undisclosed amount of compensation to Pauline.  

In all, there have been so many attempts to disrupt the movement that here is not the place for their full disclosure. But despite all the attempts to stop Pauline and the One Nation Party, both still remain standing on Australia's political scene and a constant reminder to the two major parties and the Greens, that when enough Australians realise the depth of deception and betrayal, they will have available to them the political means to seek retribution and the reclamation of Australian Sovereignty. And although both Pauline and the One Nation Party at present have gone their separate ways, we are both still as committed and as determined as ever to fulfil the original principles, objectives and policy of what once was Pauline Hanson's One Nation.        

Where does the money come from to run One Nation? 

One Nation is financed by its members who pay an annual membership fee, personal donations and by social functions our branches run to raise money. In Federal and state elections, One Nation has also received some election funding from achieving the required vote quota. The same funding all parties receive for attaining a predetermined percentage of the vote of over 4%. These monies are used to cover the expenses of running a campaign, and contribute greatly towards the next.

Who finances the Liberal / Nationals, Labor and the Greens?

They are financed partly by electoral funding of $1.79 per vote, (in Federal elections only), for every candidate that surpasses 4%. They also have branch functions, But mainly their money comes in large donations from unions and businesses, including banks, organizations and societies, insurance companies, drug companies, etc, etc. Millions of dollars have also been donated to the major political parties from offshore, which is aimed at buying favour to breach Australian Sovereignty and access Australian Markets, Assets and Companies. If these political parties adopt policies contrary to the wishes of the unions and the big business that finance them, they lose their financial support. Where does One Nation fit in the spectrum of Australian politics?
